FOURTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

FOURTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

The liturgy for today asks the question of what it
means to be lowly. And the answer might surprise us.
The readings make it clear that being humble is not
about low self-esteem. Rather, it is about knowing who
we really are—and what our responsibilities are toward
God and other people. Being humble isn’t a state of
mind; it is a way of life. The prayers for today reinforce
that.

TODAYS READINGS (Year A)

First Reading: The prophet Zephaniah calls on all the
“humble of the earth” to seek the Lord (Zephaniah 2:3). This
reading draws on two passages of hope in the midst of
Zephaniah’s prophesy, which is filled with gloom and warnings
of destruction. (Much of the imagery of the famous sequence
Dies Irae is drawn from this prophet). But for a “remnant’
(Zephaniah 3:12), there will be safety in “justice” and “humility”
(Zephaniah 2:3). Who are the humble? Those who trust in
God rather than in themselves; those who follow God’s law in
their lives, speaking the truth and doing nothing wrong.
Humility is active, not passive.

Responsorial Psalm 146 is about God's
favorites—for God does have favorites. He favors the
oppressed, the hungry, the imprisoned, the blind, the stranger,
the orphan, and the widow. The antiphon, which is drawn
from today’s Gospel, summarizes the psalm nicely—it is the
“poor in spirit” who possess the kingdom of God.

Second Reading: We continue to read 1
Corinthians. This passage fits in beautifully with today’s other
readings. Last Sunday, we heard about the rivalries that
threatened to divide the young community. Now, Saint Paul
reminds them where they came from. Not many in this
Christian assembly were people of status in society—rich,
powerful, well born. And yet they were chosen by God for
new life in Christ. Paul tells them that it was not in spite of
their lowliness, but because of it, that God chose them. They
are a living reminder that all people, the “nothings” as well as
the “somethings,” are small in comparison with God.

Gospel: We hear the beginning of the Sermon on
the Mount. Jesus reminds the disciples about who God loves;
“the poor in spirit” (Matthew 5:30), the mourners, the meek.
Notice that the Beatitudes all begin “Blessed are”—not
“blessed will be.” “The rewards assured to disciples are
already experienced to a degree in the present time,” writes
Barbara Reid (New Collegeville Bible Commentary, p. 33),
“but await fulfillment at the end of time.” As we explore the
Beatitudes, we see, as in the reading from Zephaniah, that to
be lowly and humble is not to be passive. Those who are
blessed by God do suffer in patience, but they also act,
making peace, showing mercy, hungering and thirsting for
righteousness.

FEAST/MEMORIAL MASSES THIS WEEK

Monday, January 31, Memorial, Saint John
Bosco, (1815-1888), priest. God gifted Saint John Bosco
with the ability to read and interpret the signs of the times.
Living during rapid industrialization and growing anti-
clericalism,

he became very concerned about the emotional and
spiritual livelihood of people, especially the plight of the
young. Saint John worked to provide positive and affirming
environments, including orphanages and oratories, where the
young could learn and recognize their infinite potential. In the
spirit of his favorite here, Saint Francis de Sales, he founded
the Salesians, a religious congregation devoted to works of
charity with, and emphasis on empowering young people to
become strong pillars of faith in a culture of instability. His
work among young men living in the slums proved to be a
worthy endeavor. Whether he was presiding at Mass or
playing games with children or carrying the sick to hospitals, it
was obvious he lived until his “last breath”...day and night,
morning and evening for the neglected and abandoned”
((Butler’s Lives of the Saints: January, New Full Ed.).

Wednesday, February 2 Feast, Presentation of the
Lord. This feast, which occurs exactly 40 days after
Christmas, marks the end of the feasts of the Old Christmas
season. The feast goes back at least to the 4" century—it is
mentioned by Egeria, an early pilgrim to the Holy Land, in her
famous diary—but it took the form we know today only
gradually. The history of the feast shows a shifting emphasis.
Sometimes this has been viewed as a feast of Mary (it was
long known as the Purification of the Blessed Virgin Mary),
sometimes as a feast of the Lord. Our liturgy today clearly
shows this to be a feast of Jesus, and casts the procession
and blessing of candles almost as a profession of faith in
him—Christ, the light of nations.

Thursday, February 3. Optional Memorials of
Saint Blasé, (+316) bishop, martyr; Saint Ansgar (801-865)
bishop. Although Saint Blasé (also spelled Blaise) and Saint
Ansgar were separated by time, they both wanted to care for
souls. While serving as Bishop of Sebastea, in Armenia,
Saint Blasé was a visible witness of the Gospel, which
eventually led to his martyrdom during the persecutions of
Diocletian. His feast day is commemorated with a blessing of
the throats because legend says that he cured a young boy
choking on a fish bone.

Saint Ansgar, born in France, was a monk with a
missionary spirit. He longed to travel to distant lands to draw
more and more souls to the saving message of Christ. His
missionary endeavors were directed toward Scandinavian
territory, thus earning him the title Patron of Denmark. He is
credited with organizing missions to Denmark, Sweden, and
Norway, and building the first Christian church in Sweden.
Due to his excellent leadership and preaching skills, Saint
Ansgar was appointed Archbishop of Hamburg.

Saturday, February 5, Memorial, Saint Agatha,
virgin, martyr. FoIIowing the footsteps of many virgin
martyrs, Saint Agatha’s (3" century) espousal to Christ was
despised by anti-Christian sentiment. Quintianus, a consul in
Sicily, did everything in his power to force Saint Agatha to
renounce her consecration to Christ, from making her live in a
brothel to rolling her in hot coals. Agatha stood firm and
would not relent. When she would not bend to his wish,
Quintianus had her breasts cut off and placed on a platter. In
the custom originating in the Middle Ages, people celebrate
her feast day by blessing bread that is placed on a platter.
People call upon her for protection against fire, earthquakes,
and breast diseases. Sourcebook
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
